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Ways to promote Power For Schools in your community
· Send letter introducing the Power For School program to all students’ families. (A sample letter is provided in the school resources found on this site)
· Set up an information table with Power For School flyers at all school events such as open house, holiday events, athletic events, parent-teacher night, book fair, and school carnival. (A sample flyer is provided in the school resources found on this site)
· Have computers with Internet access available at school events to demonstrate how to enroll in the program.

· Have students write letters to parents, grandparents, and other family members asking them to visit the Power for Schools Web site.
· Ask supporters who have existing contracts for the expiration date and send out a reminder two months prior to the end of their contract. 

· Set up a booth or information table at community fairs.
· Ask local grocery stores or malls if you can set up an information table on a Saturday. Use this opportunity to reach people who do not have children in school.

· Make brief a presentation (5-7 minutes) to civic clubs, the PTO, business organization, and fraternal groups to give an overview of the program.  If you need a speaker let us know.
· Write an article about the program for the local newspaper.
· During times of peak energy usage (winter and summer) when energy costs are high, send reminders about the program to parents.  Energy costs often decrease in October and November making these good months for school supporters to enroll.
· Send information to business partners and local merchants. Power For Schools electric providers also offer commercial rates.

· Put information on the district’s and the school’s Web site

· Advertise Power For Schools on your marquis

· Make small posters and ask local merchants to display them

· Get testimonial from parents who have saved money through the Power For Schools program and use them in promotional materials.

· Make enrollment a project for clubs and classes. (Clubs and classes can get their own ID Code from Power For Schools)

· Ask permission to put information (brochures or flyers) about Power For Schools any place where people have to wait for service such as doctor’s offices, hair and nail salons, and tire or other automotive service businesses.
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
